She has since launched the fair in New
York in 2015, and in Marrakech in 2018. 1-54 is now a world-leading platform
dedicated to contemporary art from Africa and its diaspora.

Parallel to her career, Touria has organised and co-curated exhibitions of her father’s
work, Moroccan artist Hassan El Glaoui, in London and Morocco. She has spoken
widely and chaired numerous discussions on contemporary African art and women in
leadership at leading institutions and events globally.

Touria El Glaoui was listed amongst the 50 most powerful women in Africa by Jeune
Afrique magazine in 2015, 2018 and 2019.
