Todd Craig is Chief, Office of Security Technology, Federal Bureau of Prisons. He is responsible for  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1the development and review of policy, audit guidelines, security-related equipment, facility design, security technology standards, security equipment testing and evaluation and a wide range of correctional security technology concerns. He serves as liaison with other federal, military, state and local law enforcement and correctional agencies, as well as the bureau's major coordinator for the development of new security technologies. 
Prior to his current assignment, with 29 years of service in the Department of Justice, Mr. Craig has served as Warden at the Federal Correctional Institution at Ray brook, N.Y., and at FCI, Beckley, W.Va. Other assignments included Associate Warden, Chief Public Information for the Bureau, and Administrator for the Federal Prison Camp in Lompoc, Calif.
