Future use of the band 1452 1 1492 MHz

A In Europe, this band is divided in a terrestrial segment (1452i 1479.5 MHz)
and a satellite segment (1479.51 1492MH2z)

A The use of the terrestrial segment of the band is governed by the
Maastricht Special Arrangement, 2C

A The satellite segment of the band has been designated for use by Satellite
Digital Audio Broadcasting Systems by ECC Decision (03)02

A An ECC questionnaire has been distributed to identify candidate
applications for future use

A A dedicated Project Team shall assess, with the support of an impact
analysis, which future use(s) of the 1452-1492 MHz band would be the
most appropriate for CEPT

A This objective will be reached through the comparison of the possible
regulatory options based on agreed criteria

Public protection and Disaster Relief

A A dedicated Project Team shall:

A work on radio spectrum issues concerning PPDR applications and
scenarios, in particular concerning the broadband high speed
communications as requested by PPDR organisations

A identify and evaluate suitable bands for European-wide harmonisation of
spectrum (both below and above 1 GHz), by taking into account cross-
border-communication issues and PPDR application requirements

A take note of the PPDR frequency use in other ITU Regions

A focus on medium term and long term (before year 2025) spectrum
realisation and develop a roadmap on the timeframes and steps to
achieve the necessary results

Broadband Direct -Air-to-Ground Communications

A A dedicated Project Team shall:

A Work on spectrum issues concerning Broadband Direct-Air-to-Ground
Communications (DA2GC), intended to provide high performance
broadband connectivity between aircraft and a terrestrial radio access
network to be deployed in Europe.

A Identify possible candidate bands for harmonised spectrum for Broadband
DA2GC by also taking into account cross-border coordination issues and
European harmonisation.

A This may also require the preparation of an impact assessment (I1A)
depending on prior approval by the ECC plenary.

The Conference Preparatory Group shall:

Provide a forum within the CEPT to prepare European positions for ITU
WRCs and Radiocommunication Assemblies (RAS);

Develop common positions in respect of ITU  -R meetings, in particular the
Conference Preparatory Meeting;

Develop and agree European Common Proposals (ECPs) for the work of
WRCs and RAs;

Prepare and approve briefs for the members of CEPT national delegations
in order to present the European positions at WRCs and RAs;

Consult with various bodies and organisations inside or outside the CEPT,
or Administrations outside the CEPT, with the principal aim to collect
information and to broaden the support of CEPT positions;

Seek, where relevant, contributions and assistance from the Office and the
relevant ECC subordinate bodies, and report on it to the Plenary;
